Keighley is a traditional market town
established in 1305, located in the South
Pennines in West Yorkshire. It is the second

largest town in the City of Bradford borough.

In recent years, Keighley has seen
significant investment and
regeneration. In 2021, the fown
secured up to £33.6 million through
the Government’s Towns Fund. Key
projects include a state-of-the-art
Health & Wellbeing Centre in the
heart of town, set to create around
200 new jobs, including 50 in the

town centre itself.

Keighley serves a local population of around 316,000, with over 62,000 regular shoppers using the town for
their main shopping needs (CACI). The town enjoys an impressive 94% shopper retention from its primary
catchment, which stretches from the Yorkshire Dales to Halifax.
